Sponsorship will be named
on the banners. Banners will be sold on a first come, first serve procedure. 

Banners will be displayed on the telephone poles around Freeburg from
Memorial Day until Veterans Day. 

The banners will be stored and displayed again the next coming year.
*Please note: There is no guarantee as to the life of the banner, but all
retired banners will be returned to the sponsor.
